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The Servant Heart Emmaus Board of

According to the Servant Heart Emmaus By-Laws, a Nominations Committee of not less than three
(3) members of the Community and not more than five (5) members of the Community shall be
appointed by the Board of Directors in the month of June of each year. Not more than one-half (}2)
of the members of the Nominations Committee may be concurrently serving as Directors of the
Community.

The Nominations Committee will submit to the members of the Community the names of nominees
for each position on the Board of Directors on or before October 1% of each calendar year. The
Community shall cause a written ballot to be mailed or sent by Internet e-mail to all members of the
Community on or before October 31% of each calendar year. Ballots must be received by the person
designated by the Community’s Board of Directors on or before November 15" of each year to be
valid and counted. Write-in votes may be made by members of the Community, provided that said
write-in candidate is qualified to serve in the designated position. The person receiving the highest
number of votes for the desighated position shall be elected to said position.

Nominations shall be submitted for persons who have agreed to have their names placed in
nomination and who meet minimum Board membership requirements. Nominations shall be
submitted to the Nominating Committee no later than the August 13, 2007. The Nominating
Committee shall examine the nominations and ascertain that the nomination is valid based on the
following criteria:

= Must be willing and able to chair one of the standing committees of the

Community

Must commit to attend monthly board meetings

Must be willing to actively support the walks

Must be willing to actively maintain the health of the Community

Must be actively involved in a church

Must be actively involved in a reunion group

Must be active in attendance at Community activities

Must be willing to commit to fulfilling the covenant with Upper Room Ministries, as stated in
the Letter of Agreement.

The Nominating Committee is responsible for reviewing all nominations and providing a slate of
candidates that will ensure fair and equal representation of the Community, including the following:
ecumenical representation, geographical area, gender and ethnic distribution, and to ensure a slate
of quality nominees. The Nominating Committee will provide 2 nominations for each vacant position
on the board (8 lay nhominations to fill the 4 vacant slots and 2 clergy nominations to fill the 1 vacant
clergy slot).

Additional information will be provided to the newsletter editor as the process goes forth.
