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        ”He took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them.  Their eyes were opened.” 
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As we begin a new year in the life of the 
Servant Heart Community, let us be very 
thankful for all that God has done for us 
in establishing this community.  Many 
people have given sacrificially to serve in 
helping to make the community a viable 
resource for developing church leaders. 
 
In our efforts during this year, let us all 
be mindful of our responsibilities that we 
are charged with to continue growing this 
community.  Growth will only come if all  
of us give our best efforts in offering the 
Walk to Emmaus to our friends and 
others in whom we see God working.  
We need to talk with these people and 
invite them to attend one of the 
upcoming walks in 2008.
