Begin Now to Sign Up Candidates
for The Walks Scheduled in 2007!

Before you know it, 2007
will be here and you need
to start meeting with
prospective candidates for
the walks scheduled for
next year. Currently, we have twelve men
on the waiting list for Walk #9 and twenty-
two women on the waiting list for Walk #10.

We would like to fill each walk with the
maximum of 36 candidates and should be
able to do so if each person agrees to
sponsor one candidate a year.

Sponsor’s Information

There was a situation on the last walk that
needs to be brought to the attention of all
sponsors. At the Registration Table, a
candidate was there without their sponsor,
who had gone to make up the candidate’s
bed. When the lady checked in, she was
asked for the balance of her walk fee and
was embarrassed, in that she had thought
that the fees had all been paid and did not
have the money. Fortunately her sponsor
had the funds and came in later to pay.

It is important that the sponsor remain with
their candidate until they are registered
and then they can leave the candidate in
the reception hall and take care of making
up the bed. This will help to eliminate
future occurrences such as this.

As a reminder, Servant Heart does not
have linen service at the camp and so it is
imperative that each sponsor review the list
of needs for each candidate to bring to the
camp for their weekend. We have been
fortunate in being able to accommodate
the needs for bed linens, towels and wash
cloths, however, the situation seems to be
getting worse on each walk. Before each
walk a candidate’s needs list is published
in the newsletter for the sponsors to clip
out or copy and give to their candidate.

In addition, we are having people who are
working the walks to also show up without
linens for their use, so please use the
needs list to bring what you will need for
the weekend.
